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Grading Rubric


· Chooses many good details and quotes from the text to comment on
· Chooses passages from the entire book—spread out about every 30-35 pages
· Each response is 7-10 sentences in length
· Little  or no summary and paraphrase of passages; responses are interpretive/analytical comments
· Makes many thoughtful and insightful comments about the text selections
· Comments on character development/change, conflicts, theme (i.e., responses that focus on making inferences/drawing conclusion) are frequent
· Relates various aspects of the novel across the entire assignment

· Chooses some good details or quotes from the text to comment on
· Occasionally too many of the selected passages are from one section of the book—needs a better distribution over the entire book
· Responses are 5-7 sentences in length
· Some tendency toward paraphrase and summary of the passage in the response
· Some tendency toward evaluative comments in the response
· Some thoughtful, and occasionally insightful, comments about the text
· Occasional comments on character development/change, conflicts, and theme
· Occasionally connects various aspects of the novel across the entire work

· Chooses few good details or quotes from the text to comment on
· Too many of the passages are from the same section of the book; all too often entire sections of the book are never mentioned
· Responses are only 3-4 sentences in length
· Most responses are paraphrase or summary of the passage
· Frequent evaluative comments
· Infrequent thoughtful or insightful comments about the text—too much paraphrase or summary
· Infrequent comments on character development/change, conflicts, and theme—often simply states the obvious
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
